West Virginia Beef Ambassador Contest
The WV Beef Ambassador Contest will be held April 12, 2019, at 2:00 p.m.  Contestants must be in grades 9 – 12 as of January 1, 2019.  The state winner must be single, and cannot be or become married or a parent during their term.

Each contestant will present a five to eight minute talk.  Speeches should bring to light the importance of the beef industry and the importance of beef as an agricultural product, spotlighting the positive impact the cattle industry has on our economy and families.  Judges will ask questions.  Speeches should have a theme that is addressed throughout the entire presentation.  If talk is less than 5 minutes or over eight minutes, it will affect final standing in the competition.  Speeches must be based on facts, and all information must be referenced at the conclusion of the presentation or in written form.  Contestants may use notes, but reading from notes will hurt presentation.  No tabletop displays, other props, costumes, or videos will be permitted.  The winner will be required to participate in one media interview, three youth presentations (elementary age youth), two consumer promotions, and one issue response. 

JUDGING will be as follows: CONTENT:  Introduction (has visual impact, sparks interest, establishes importance, and outlines overall theme or focus); General Information (conveys an important message about today’s beef.  Is accurate, complete, and up-to-date.  Follows logical order); Summary of Main Points (leaves the audience with clear idea of important concepts.  Cites references.  Theme carried through entire talk.  Responses to judge’s questions are appropriate and done with poise.).  PRESENTER: Appearance (neat and appropriately dressed.); Delivery (good voice projection, speaks with ease and confidence.  Avoids clichés and maintains rapport with the audience); Time (at least 5 minutes and not to exceed eight minutes in length.  Does not include questions by judges).
